Conditions of Entry

1 All entries must be made on the official form provided and should be sent to the Entries Secretary, together with the appropriate entry fee.  No entries will be accepted over the telephone.

2 Cheques should be made payable to “Pangbourne College” If a receipt is required a s.a.e. must be sent with the entry form. Entry fees are non-refundable.

3 Entries close on 27th September. Late entries for teams are not accepted unless by prior arrangement.  Late entries for individuals may be taken on the day with an extra charge of £2.

4 All classes may be limited/balloted at the discretion of the Organisers, and Judges will have the right to close classes to late-comers. Please see below.
5 Competitors entered in a team will automatically be entered for the individual competition.

6 The Organisers reserve the right to eliminate or refuse any entry or to amend or alter this Schedule,

7 The Judges’ decisions are final.

8 There will be an award for the winners of each class. Rosettes will be awarded to other places and individual riders. Indoor presentations will be to riders only, without horses, in the interest of health and safety.

9 On the third refusal the rider is eliminated. If the rider falls off they are eliminated and must not remount in the arena.
10 Any competitor or person wishing to make an objection must first deposit £20 with the Secretary, with the objection in writing within 15 minutes of the incident occurring.  The £20 will be refunded only if the objection is upheld. Objections must be made by the Team Manager only, within 5 minutes of the end of the class, in writing, with a £20 deposit. Video/photographic evidence is not admissible.
11 No horse/pony under 4 years of age should compete.

12 Hard hats to standard EN 1384 or PAS 015 must be worn by anyone riding on the Showground.

13 The wearing of body protectors is advised, but not obligatory.

14 It is strongly recommended that no jewellery or loose hair is worn for health and safety reasons.

15 The use of spurs is to be discouraged and the excessive use of spurs or whips may result in disqualification at the discretion of the judges. Draw reins may not be used at this event, in the warm up or competition arenas.

16 No claim will be entertained for anything that may happen to competitors/exhibitors or their property, servants or livestock in connection with or arising out of this show.  It will be deemed a condition of entry that each entrant shall agree to indemnify the organisers against any legal action arising out of such accident.

17 Horses tied up to the outside of lorries or trailers must not be left unattended at any time.  All droppings must be picked up and put on the muck heap.

18 Only the designated practice areas must be used to warm up. Galloping is not permitted under any circumstances on the showground.

19 The area around the entrance to the main ring should be kept clear for those waiting to compete next

20 All damages or breakages of items belonging to Berkshire College of Agriculture or Pangbourne College must be paid for.

21 No horse may compete more than once for each class. No rider may compete more than once in each team. No horse or rider to compete in more than two classes.

22 The Organisers of this event have taken reasonable precautions to ensure the health & safety of everyone present.  For these measures to be effective, everyone must take all reasonable precautions to prevent accidents occurring and must obey the instructions of the organisers and all the official and stewards.

Height 80cm.
(Teams of 4, 3 best scores to count - £45, Individuals -  £12) 
Class III - Intermediate
Height 90cm..

Team Rules

Each rider must be on roll at the school they represent, or have been on roll and not yet taken up a university / college place.  Each team consists of four riders, however three will be allowed to enter under the same rules listed below. The same horse/ rider combination may only compete once for each class, but a rider may ride a second horse in a different team. Please contact secretary.
The three best scores carried forward.  

This will be a 2 phase competition. The first phase constitutes the first round of the competition. Any teams tying on faults after this will be placed according to the results of the timed jump off, which will be ridden directly after a clear round.  If faults are incurred in the first phase, a bell will sound to notify the rider to leave the arena.  

Should a team equalise on faults any clear rounds obtained with a jump off will be added to the scores. 

GENERAL RULES

This competition will be run under BSJA and NSEA rules.
RULES FOR THE QUALIFYING ROUNDS & CHAMPIONSHIPS
· Balloting. If entries at qualifiers are over oversubscribed, balloting will take place in the following order: out of area teams, second & subsequent teams, individual second rides

· The first 2 teams and 2 individuals will qualify for the Championships. The 3rd team will be held in reserve. If either of the two qualified teams withdraws from the Championships, the 3rd place team will be invited.

· A school may qualify 2 teams for the Championships per class, but may only qualify 1 team per class per competition. No school sashes to be worn at prize givings (sponsors request).

· Should a school have two teams placed in the top 2 in a qualifying class, the next placed team down the line may qualify for the Championships, at the judge’s discretion, (3rd place) or if any of the first 2 teams have already qualified 2 teams.

· Each team at the Championships must include two out of the original qualified four horse/rider combinations. A Team Manager may then have up to 2 wild card substitutions providing they fulfil the following criteria;
a) The horse/rider combination must have successfully completed a NSEA Competition at the same level.
b) A team may qualify with a team of only 3 riders, then take a fourth as 1 wild card, providing they fulfil the above criteria ( see a)
c) If a team rider is eliminated at a qualifier and their team goes on to qualify, they may not compete at the Championships unless they complete at another NSEA competition in the same discipline, at the same level or above and their entry is sent with an authorising letter from their Team Manager.

· 15. Only the Team Manager (Team Trainer, Supporting Teacher, Riding Captain or the appointed responsible adult for that school) of each school is to deal with the Secretary. ( for declarations, enquiries, objections etc)

· 16. Declarations to be made 20 minutes before the start of each class, by the Team Manager.

· 17. For confirmation of entries at the Championships, please check the NSEA website. If you do not wish for your child’s name to be posted on the website, please write on your entry form and confirm with the secretary.

· 18. At the Championships, the height of the fences shall be raised 5cms from the qualifying height.

· RIDERS
i) All riders must be in full time education at the school or college they represent in 2011 (age U19 on 1st Jan 2011)
ii) If a rider qualifies for one school, then changes school, they should ride in the final for the original school, unless the second school also qualifies. The rider may only compete for 1 school at the final.
iii) A rider may not compete in both mini and open classes.
iv) If a rider (age 13 & under 1st Jan 2011) starts the year as a mini, qualifies at mini then progresses and qualifies later in the year at open height on any horse, they will automatically forfeit their mini qualification.
v) Combinations of horse and rider may only compete in 2 teams per qualifier.
vi) A rider may only compete once in any team, therefore cannot compete two horses in the same team.
vii) If a rider wins an individual class at the Championship, they may compete in a team at a lower height the following year, but are unable to qualify individually for any height lower than the one they won at.

· HORSES
a) A horse may only compete in two classes at each qualifier, once in each class & height.
b) Any horse competing at 1m-1.05m may not also compete in the 70cm class.
c) No horse may be ridden by two different riders in the same class.
d) Horses to be plaited at the Championships.
e) No horse may compete twice in the same class at a qualifier or the Championships.
