Spring term

English – The main areas of focus over the spring term are:

· Grammar and punctuation – including synonyms, antonyms, similes, metaphors, alliteration, sentence structure and building.

· Comprehension – develop the understanding of the stories and be able to answer questions requiring literal, inferential and evaluative answers.

· Creative writing – to develop the imagination and story writing skills.

· Declamations and book reviews

Mathematics – The main focus of the work over the term is taken from Abacus 4 ‘Shape, data and measures’ book.  We will cover:

· 2D and 3D Shapes including area, perimeter and symmetry

· Time

· Handling data and

· Problem solving.

Science – Our topic for the term is Plants.  Covering:

· Parts of a plant and their functions

· Growth

· Nutrition

· Reproduction

· Seeds and seed dispersal

Whilst developing skills such as:

· Predicting

· Planning

· Recording and

· Concluding experiments.

History – Up to the half term break we continue to look at the Ancient Egyptians finishing with a form 6 trip to the British Museum to see the fascinating mummies, sarcophagi and the Rosetta stone.

  After half term, we move our attention to the Ancient Greeks.

  We introduce the concepts of evidence, facts and points of view with regard to historical findings.

Geography – We start the term by looking at the British Isles.  The countries, their capitals and their physical features.  

We then place the British Isles on to the world map, looking at the oceans, continents and countries of the world.  We also look at the lines of latitude and longitude, including the equator.

Religious Education – We look at the life of Jesus, starting with his birth and ending on his death.  Stories covered include:
