Topics and Subjects covered in Form 7

Spring Term 2012
Dear Parents,

We are writing to tell you about the curriculum we have planned for this term. We hope that you find this letter informative and we look forward to your continued support.
Form 7 Topics – Spring Term 

English- The children have weekly lessons in creative writing, written and listening comprehension, grammar, handwriting, phonics, spelling and dictation. They take part in daily reading activities which include one to one reading with a teacher, occasional group and paired reading, reading instructions on worksheets and comprehension questions etc. This term the children will also take part in a book review competition and declamations, which involves learning and reciting a poem to an audience.

Maths- The children will continue to develop their knowledge of numbers to 1000 (and beyond). They will be taught to recognise number patterns and how to add and subtract bigger numbers. They will begin to take part in multiplication tests and have weekly mental maths quizzes. They will learn to tell the time at o’clock, half past, quarter to and past and begin to recognise 5 minute intervals in each hour. They will learn to recognise and describe the properties of 3D shapes and be able to use and interpret a variety of graphs. They will use this knowledge to help with problem solving activities.

Science- This term the children will continue to discuss the changing seasons, taking opportunities to study the school grounds during nature walks. They will also learn about electricity and how to keep safe when using it. They will make simple circuits to light bulbs and activate buzzers and motors. They will also use switches in these circuits. They will develop their recording skills by making simple diagrams.

Geography- The children will learn about their local environment in relation to a village, town and city. This will involve locating local settlements on a variety of maps as well as making their own maps of familiar areas. They will also look at the countries of the British Isles and their relationship with the rest of the world. They will become familiar with European countries and their capital cities and identify the other continents of the world.

History- This term the children will learn about the Aztecs. They will study their great city, their clothing, education, religion, army and the kinds of food that they ate. They will also discuss the Spanish invasion and consequent defeat of the Aztec society. The children will also discover ways in which we know about the past.

Religious Studies- This term the children will study the New Testament. They will learn about the life of Jesus from when he was born all the way through life until we reach the Easter story.

Art and Design- The children will learn to draw from observation and imagination. They will develop colour-mixing skills and apply paint with a variety of tools. Some art-work will be inspired by the Aztec topic.

P.E. - The girls will take part in netball, XC running, gymnastics and swimming. The boys will take part in rugby, football, XC running and swimming.

I.T. - The children will use a ‘Roamer’ alongside the ‘Too Simple’ software. This has cross-curricular links with geography.

French- This term Form 7 will be covering classroom instructions, classroom objects, talking about where they live and naming the rooms in a house.

Supporting your child in literacy and numeracy-

English-

1. Listen to your child read every day.

2. Also read to your child, discuss stories, predict endings etc.

3. Practise spellings on a regular basis.

4. Have rhyming word quizzes.

5. Visit the library. Encourage the children to choose both fiction and non-fiction books.

Maths-

1. Practise counting to and from 1000. Count in 1’s, 2’s, 5’s and 10’s.

2. Practise mental maths - addition and subtraction from 1000.

3. Practise times tables in rote and also in random order.

4. Imagine you are shopping! Ask the children to use money to the value of £2. Give back change for pretend transactions.

5. Identify 2d and 3d shapes in the environment.

6. Practise telling the time - o’clock, half past, quarter to and quarter past. Also, order the days of the week and the months of the year.
