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Religious Studies Exam Revision

( Read all of the exam question paper carefully.

( Do not write on the exam paper. Write your answers on the A4 lined paper that will be provided for you.

( Do not forget to write your full name clearly on all of your answer papers.

( Write your answers neatly and legibly. If you make a mistake, cross it out carefully and write the correct answer. 

( There are three parts to this exam. Section A consists of some sets of questions about several passages from the Old Testament, requiring fairly long answers, e.g.

(i) What do you understand by the word “covenant”?

(5 marks)

(ii) Explain how the Ten Commandments were a covenant.
(5 marks)

(iii) Why were the first two commandments particularly necessary at that time?











(5 marks)

(iv) Which of the Ten Commandments do you think is most often broken today? Why do you think that this is?





(10 marks). 

The good news is that you only have to answer one set of questions, so you will have a fairly good choice. However, you won’t have the passage from the Bible to refer to, as you normally do in class. You will find the list of Old Testament passages at the front of the ISEB Religious Studies textbook, but I am also giving you a photocopy for your reference. We did cover quite a few of these in Form 2 and you should have done some of the earlier ones in Form 3.  

 ( Section B is about the New Testament and contains similar questions. Of course we have covered about half of the possible passages this term, so you should find this section fairly easy. 
( Section C is also about the Bible, but only needs very brief answers (perhaps only one word).  

For revision, I recommend re-reading the work we have done this term. If you did not get a particularly good marks for one set of answers, try to borrow someone else exercise book! You may also find it helpful to re-read the relevant stories in The Children’s Bible and the “full versions” that I have glued into your exercise book. For the questions that relate the teaching of the Bible to modern life, such as the issue of Sunday trading, you cannot really revise for this because the questions are so unpredictable. All you can do is to make sure that you know the Bible passages well and try to explain how they may affect life today, both for Christians and non-Christians.
