There are five parts to this exam. Section A consists of some fairly simple questions about the Old Testament, requiring short answers (perhaps only one word). You do not need to write out all of the passage, just the missing words e.g.,

Noah’s sons were Ham, Shem and …(1). God told Noah to build an …(2) because there was going to be a flood. 

All you need to write is

2. Ark

( Sections B and C are about the Old Testament. These sections require longer and more detailed answers. 

For these sections, make sure that you revise all of the Old testament stories we have done this term. Make sure that you re-read you written work to do with these Old Testament characters:  

Adam and Eve 
Cain and Abel 
Abraham
Jacob
Joseph
Moses

You may also find it helpful to re-read the relevant stories in The Children’s Bible.

( Section D is about the  New Testament stories to do with Christmas that you should have studied in Forms 4 and 5. It consists of some fairly simple questions, requiring short answers (perhaps only one word).

( Section E is about Buddhism, the religion you studied in Form 4. This section consists of a few fairly simple questions, requiring short answers (perhaps only one word). Re-read the work you did last year and you should not find this last section difficult. If you missed any of this work or you think that you may have forgotten the main points, I can supply you with some notes.
