Revision Notes for Common Entrance

Your exam in June will be very similar to the “mock” C.E. you had in March. Your exam paper will be in three compulsory sections: 


1. Old Testament passages


2. New Testament passages 


3. General Knowledge of the Bible (printed on green paper).

1. Old Testament Passages

Page numbers refer to the Good News Bible (GNB). This is the edition we use at Brockhurst. The part in italics is the name or title of the Old Testament book (e.g. Genesis) and then there are the chapter number and the verses. For example, 1 Samuel 20.1-23 means that the passage you need to read comes from the First Book of Samuel, chapter 20, verses 1 to 23.

N.B. The Children’s Bible is useful for “the big picture”, an overview, but really you need to have read the passages in the GNB.

When you look at this list of passages, you may think that there is a lot to do. However, you will only be required to answer the questions about only ONE passage from the Old Testament and only ONE from the New Testament. Usually you will have a choice of three different passages to write about for each of the first two sections.
