Autumn Term 2007
Dear Parents,

I am writing to inform you of some of the activities we have planned for this term. I hope that you find this letter informative. 

Settling in

Young children love coming to school. Stimulating fun activities, play, routine, and lots and lots of encouragement assist them to overcome their initial shyness. This period can sometimes be as difficult for the parents as the child. Children love to show their parents; their photographs on the Nursery notice board and the PowerPoint presentation, their favourite toy, artwork or new friend. Regular informal chats with us are also very beneficial. Our notice board will also show useful information like our theme for the week. Children who were with us last term will reinforce their knowledge and learn new topics and skills; they will also benefit greatly from coaching the new pupils.
Confidence and concentration

Children are encouraged to play as a group learning how to develop good relationships with peers and adults. A degree of self – discipline is encouraged. Listening to Stories and artwork help increase concentration.
Reading

Each Monday the children are asked to talk about their news and to have it written in their books. Every day we read a story to the group but encourage parents to look at pictures in books while reading bedtime stories .We will be using the Jolly Phonics sounds scheme and the children would benefit from practising their sounds with you. We will send home a slip each week explaining the task we would like you to help them with.
Numeracy

We will be learning the numbers 1 to 3, and learning some basic shapes. Children with me last term will be reinforcing their 1 to 3 and learning the numbers 4 to 7.

Writing
We will be beginning to control and hold a pencil, paintbrush and crayon with increasing skill through scribbling, colouring and guided writing. We will also under close supervision learn to glue and cut out.They will also begin the Jolly Phonics Worksheets.

Children with me last term will increase their skills and begin Workbook One.

Topics
The topics we are covering this term are favourite stories, the great outdoors and numbers. 

The build up to Christmas will be very busy and produce lots of great artwork and songs.
