Six Areas of Learning, the Early Learning Goals

· Personal, social and emotional development.

Interaction, independence and motivation. Has developed relationships and is sensitive to the needs of others.
· Communication, language and literacy.
Listens and responds through activities of all kinds, stories, poems and songs. Develops imagination through conversation, role play, sequencing and exploring the meanings of new words. (Jolly Phonics) sounds, letters and rhyme. Reading and Writing.

· Mathematical development.
Recognizing numbers, shapes (2D, 3D) and colours. Counting and learning the concept of number. Matching and sorting, jigsaw puzzles, play dough, water and sand. (Abacus Mathematics Scheme) Mathematical symbols and language, the four rules of number, problem solving.

· Knowledge and understanding of the world.
Shows curiosity and interest by exploring surroundings, science topics, geography, understanding simple concepts about the past. Can construct and choose tools needed for the appropriate topic.

· Physical development.
To improve control and coordination large and small scale movement.

· Creative development.
Music, drama, painting, stories, role play and imaginative development.
